The USA light aircraft L-5 Sentinel began life as the pre-

war Stinson Model 105. The model 105 was nick-

named Voyager, built by the Stinson division of Consolidated
Vultee. When World War llbroke out, the Voyager was redes-
igned and then entered into service as a liaison aircraft. It also
flew in the artillery spotter role and as an air ambulance. The
later model L-5s had their fuselagesmodified to accommodate
one stretcher patient.

The L-5 was manufactured between October 1942 and Sep-
tember 1945, during which time a total of over 3,896 of these
unarmed, two-seat aircraft were built for the United

States armed forces, making it the second most widely used
light observation aircraft of the war. Personnel in all service
branches commonly referred to it as the "Flying Jeep".

The L-5 was primarily constructed from steel tubing
and plywood and is covered with doped cotton fabric.
